Nebuchadnezzar’s kingdom if he 
continues to brag.
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But King Nebuchadnezzar 
continues to brag and he forgets 

that he could not have done 
anything without God.
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So God says, “Your kingdom has 
been taken from you and you will 

live with the beasts in the field until 
you know that God rules over all 

men and gives power to whomever 
he chooses!”
