Love Scenarios

Read the different scenarios out loud. Have the children jump in the hula-hoop if the scenario is
showing God'’s love or out of the hula-hoop if the scenario is not.
(If the group is large, assign a child or two to jump in or out at a time.)

You get angry and
yell at her and refuse to eat anything else for dinner.

7. You have a new teacher in your Grace Church Kids class. She’s not sure where the Play-
